Somiah ( former Comptroller and Auditor General ( CAG ) of India has written “The right to information act provided a shield to honest officers against manipulative governance as it enabled them to express their opinions  in an unbiased and objective manner………………………, the shield will unfortunately be removed with the recent proposal  to amend the RTI Act.” 

OPEN LETTER FROM THE FORMER COMPTROLLER AND AUDITOR GENERAL (CAG) OF INDIA TO PRIME MINISTER


Dear Prime Minister,

I had written to you earlier about the early enactment of the Lokpal Bill as an imperative step to control corruption at the decision making level in Government. I am enclosing a copy of my earlier letter as a gentle reminder. 


Civil society in India was highly appreciative when the Right to Information Bill was recently enacted by the Government. It was indeed a giant step in favour of good governance, tackling the menace of corrupt practices at all levels. It also provided a shield to honest officers against manipulative governance as it enabled them to 
express their opinions in an unbiased and objective manner, knowing full well that their
notings would be subject to public scrutiny. This shield will unfortunately be removed with the recent proposal to amend the Right to Information Act. There is growing protest in the country  against the amendment and many reasons have been quoted in the plethora of representations made to Government against the amendment. My plea to you is simple – the honest officer deserves the shield and your support as an honest Prime minister.
